Firstly, we are open every day from November to April, apart from
Christmas Day.

We have talks at 11.30am and at 1lpm every day and the animals in
the Main Reserve are fed after 10.15am every morning from the
Patrol Vehicle.

Both Antlers Café and our Wildthings Giftshop are open every day,
and we offer a Christmas shoppers” menu in the café over December.
Entry to the Visitor Centre is free for Christmas shoppers.

On the three weekends before Christmas (9th &10th, 16th & 17th and
23rd & 24th) Santa Claus will be here feeding his reindeer at l1llam
and 2.30pm. All visitors are very welcome to join him as he
prepares for his busiest night of the year. Mulled wine and mince
pies will warm everyone up after their visit to the reindeer and
there may be presents under the tree!
